AND STANDARD. THIS WILL NOT AFFECT THE SAFETY AND STABILITY OF THE WOOD AND
THE PLAYSET.

This manual contains helpful
information concerning Assembly Preparation, Installation Procedure, and Required Maintenance.

1. Never allow children to play with ropes, clotheslines, pet leashes, cables, chains or cord-like
items when using this playcenter or to attach items to playcenter.

2. Never allow children to wear loose fitting clothing, ponchos, hoods, scarves, capes, necklaces
or items with draw-strings, cords or ties when using this playcenter.

3. Failure to prohibit these items increases the risk of serious injury and death to children from
entanglement and strangulation.

Positioning Your Playcenter

1. The playcenter is designed to be installed on a level surface by an Adult with an Adult helper.
Place in a flat area of your yard to minimize ground preparation.

2. Choose a leveled location for the equipment, this can reduce the likelihood of the play set
tipping over and loose-fill surfacing material washing away during heavy rains.

3. Provide enough room so that the children can use the equipment safely.

Maintenance Instructions:

At the beginning of each play season:

1. Tighten all hardware.

2. Lubricate all metallic moving parts per manufacturer's instructions.

3. Check all protective coverings on bolts, pipes, edges and corners. Replace if they are loose,
cracked, or missing.

4. Check all wood members for deterioration and splinters. Sand down splinters and replace
deteriorating wood members.

Twice a month during play season:

1. Tighten all hardware.

2. Check all protective coverings on bolts, pipes, edges and corners. Replace if they are loose,
cracked, or missing.

Once a month during play season:
1.Lubricate all metallic moving parts per manufacturer's instructions.
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Last but not least:

Varnish paint by nature will fade when outdoors within 1-2 years due to exposure to sunlight and
the elements. You may purchase outdoor varnish paint and apply a new coating every few years
tokeep the varnish color fresh.

Additional Maintenance:

1. Check hardware every two weeks due to wood expansion and contraction. It is particularly
important that this procedure be followed at the beginning of each season.

2. Inspect wood parts monthly. The grain of the wood sometimes will lift in the dry season causing
splinters to appear.Light sand may be necessary to maintain a safe playing environment. Treat
your playcenter with stain regularly, to help prevent severe checking/splitting and other weather
damage.

3. A waterborne transparent stain has been applied to your playcenter. This is done forcolor only.
Once or twice a year, depending on your climate conditions, you must apply some type of
protection (sealant) to the wood of your unit. Prior to the application of sealant, lightly sand any
“rough” spots on your playcenter. Please note this is a requirement of your warranty.

Disposal Instructions:

When the Playcenter use is no longer desired, it should be disassembled and disposed of in
such away that no unreasonable hazards will exist at the time the unit is discarded.
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m Note: Check all connections and bolts for tightness at least twice
monthly during use. Do not use if screws are loose.
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Note: Screw(®) out first, turn A1-1 as shown, and tighten screw®
